History: Ms. Dixon has history of breast cancer. She has had surgery done few years back. She gets her followup and mammograms and everything done in MD Anderson. She has history of hypertension and apparently with amlodipine she started developing some leg edema and also with Procardia, so that was discontinued and the patient started on lisinopril/HCTZ, which she is tolerating it fairly well. I gave her some Lasix to reduce her leg edema, but she states it is not getting better. She did her ultrasound of the leg a few months ago and that was negative. This lady also has severe chronic venous insufficiency, so I just told her to increase her Lasix 40 mg to two tablets a day just for the next three days and then see me in the office on Monday at which time we can evaluate again. I have advised the patient she needs to go to emergency room if there is any increased pain, redness on the leg. The patient understands that. So, currently, she has some furosemide that instead of one tablet she is going to take two tablets in the morning for the next three days that is Friday, Saturday, and Sunday and I will see her in the office on Monday morning. My staff has been informed to give them an appointment for Monday morning.
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
