PEG TUBE REPLACEMENT

51-year-old woman with endstage muscular dystrophy that has left her quadriplegic with a PEG tube in place, now with a leaking PEG tube.
I was asked to replace the patient’s PEG tube. After consent was obtained, the PEG tube was removed. Subsequently, new PEG tube was placed without any complication. The wound was inflated to 3 cc with saline.

The patient is on oxygen, requires suctioning at all times, is not able to take much food or nourishment by mouth any longer. She is a definite ADL dependent. She is bedbound and requires 24-hour care. She lives with her husband at home. PEG tube placement was checked. The bubble testing as well as aspirating gastric juices as well as feeding the patient at the time of replacement.
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
