CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with history of a bite in his stomach in the past few days, becoming hard and swollen and with some pain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of sensitivity to insect bites.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory other than past medical history.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: With an indurated lesion left upper quadrant subcutaneous, measuring approximately 4 cm in diameter with central excoriation, without evidence of fluctuation or infection, with slight hyperpigmentation of skin.

IMPRESSION: Local reaction to insect bite, possible early abscess formation.

PLAN: The patient is given prescriptions for Bactrim and mupirocin topical care. Mother advised not to use Q-tips or squeeze skin lesions. Follow up in three to four days for further evaluation.
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
