PRE AND POST BRONCHODILATOR SPIROMETRY REPORT

Re: Claude Rogers
On November 17, 2022, Mr. Rogers performed pre and post-bronchodilator spirometry. Prior to the inhalation of bronchodilators, the forced vital capacity was minimally impaired and there was a minimal impairment in flow rates. After bronchodilators, there was complete reversibility of the airways obstruction with continued minimal reduction of forced vital capacity.

IMPRESSION: Minimal reversible airways obstruction consistent with asthma with a minimal restriction of lung volume. This study could also be explained by improved effort after bronchodilators.
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
