HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 74-year-old female, with chief complaint of stroke.  Majority of the history is provided by the daughter.  According to the daughter, the patient on 10/30/22 had a left-sided weakness.  The patient was found to have a stroke.  The patient went to St. Joseph Hospital in Parkton.  The patient was hospitalized for three nights.  The patient had brain MRI, CT san and echocardiogram.  The patient was told that she had a small stroke.  Her left arm was weak, however has gotten better since then.  The patient has left arm strength is significantly improved.  The patient is getting a home physical therapy.  The patient does not have any diplopia, dysarthria, and dysphagia.  This is the first time she is having a stroke.  The patient is on aspirin and atorvastatin.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM

IMPRESSION
The patient had a stroke, with left hemiparesis on 10/30/22.  The patient was hospitalized at St. Joseph Hospital in Parkton.  The patient had an extensive workup at the hospital for three nights.  The patient had brain MRI, CT scan and echocardigoram.  The patient was told that she had a small stroke.  The patient was started on aspirin and atorvastatin since then.
Her left arm strength has significantly improved since the stroke.  The patient does not have any diplopia, and dysarthria.

RECOMMENDATION

1. Explained the patient of the above diagnosis.

2. We will recommend the patient to continue to take aspirin 81 mg a day.  Explained the patient the common side effects include stomach upset, GI bleeding.

3. Continue atorvastatin 40 mg a day.

4. Explained the patient and the daughter of the common signs and symptoms of an acute stroke, which included hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria, and dysphagia.

5. The daughter will obtain the medical records including the brain MRI from Stockton Hospital and bring it to me.

6. Explained the patient that if she had any strokes symptoms to go to the nearest emergency room immediately.
