She states the child seems to be doing a little better. However, he is not tolerating his normal diet, he is less active and appetite is just a little down, but she stated over all he looks to be getting better.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and negative.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and negative.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and negative.
ALLERGIES: Reviewed and negative.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and negative.
FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and negative.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and interactive. Moist mucous membranes. No excessive crying.
HEENT: Ears: Bilateral mildly injected. TM is dull bilaterally. No tragal tug. No mastoid tenderness. External ear canal is normal.
RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No edema or cyanosis.
ABDOMEN: No visible peristalsis.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. ER followup.
2. Medication administration.
3. Otitis media improved.

4. Tonsillitis improved.

Today, the patient received Rocephin 250 mg IM. He was observed in the clinic for an additional 15/20 minutes and reevaluated. Mother reports no adverse reaction from the medications. She is comfortable with my discharge plans. Strongly advised to follow up if the child does not get better, if we are closed she take him to the emergency room. She was given the opportunity to ask questions, she states she has none.
