I had an emergency call from Ms. Carriaga, through the answering service, and it was returned. I spoke to Leslie. She states that she had about three or four episodes of nausea with vomiting twice she stated, and she felt that it was due to the psychiatric medication. She states that we had prescribed her Viibryd. She stated that she wanted me to know that she had talked to her primary care physician who had told her to stop the medication, and drink fluids, but primary care physician did not prescribe her any medicine. The patient states that she is already feeling a lot better as nausea has stopped. She states she is driving and feeling fine right now. As she states, she was driving, I did not want to carry on the conversation with her too long because it could cause her into an accident. She did tell me that she will go to CapRock emergency room or any other emergency room near by in case if she continued to have the vomiting problem or she felt dehydrated. The patient states that she is drinking adequate amount of fluids. It should be noted that this patient has a history of nausea and vomiting before, and she has a history of restrictive eating disorder before.

I have told her that she should be calling us again if there is a problem of any type with mental or physical, about nausea or vomiting or any mental issues, she should call us to the emergency number and she did call, so I know she knows that number.

The patient was told to connect with my office again Monday if everything is going well for right now.
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
