There is no hyphema or blood presence on examination.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hyperglycemia.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
ALLERGIES: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: His immunization for COVID nonexistence.
SOCIAL HISTORY: He only drinks and does not smoke.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert. He is awake.

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 122 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.1. Respirations 16. Pulse 66. Blood pressure 120/44.

HEENT: Conjunctiva appears red. The fluorescein staining reveals no evidence of dendrite and no sign of corneal abrasion.
LUNGS: Clear.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2. 
ABDOMEN: Soft.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Conjunctivitis.

2. Flash injury.

3. No signs or symptoms of increased intraocular pressure.

4. Tetanus is up-to-date.

5. I gave him prescription for TobraDex to use three times a day. If not better in 24 hours, must see the ophthalmologist and I discussed that with him today before leaving.
