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ENDOSCOPY REPORT

INDICATIONS FOR PROCEDURE: History of Barrett’s esophagus and a history of MALT lymphoma diagnosed in 2007. This is a followup endoscopy.

ANESTHESIA: Sedation was given with MAC anesthesia, given by the nursing anesthetist under supervision of the anesthesiologist.

The patient was monitored during the procedure with blood pressure, pulse oximetry, and electrocardiogram done periodically.

PROCEDURE PERFORMED: EGD.

INSTRUMENT: Olympus video EGD scope.

DESCRIPTION OF PROCEDURE: After informed consent was signed and obtained from the patient, the patient was placed in the left lateral decubitus position. After adequate sedation was achieved, the gastroscope was placed in the oral cavity, past the hypopharynx, through esophagus to stomach, could not get complete examination of the stomach because stomach was full of solid food. Decision was done to discontinue the procedure because the risk of aspiration was there. I could not have an evaluation of the esophagus also because the food was regurging up to the distal esophagus. Air was suctioned. The scope was removed. The procedure was terminated and the patient tolerated the procedure well with no complications.

FINDINGS: Solid food in stomach, inadequate prep of the stomach for the endoscopy and the endoscopic procedure was discontinued because of risk of aspiration and distal esophagus could not be visualized also because of the food regurging to the back of the distal esophagus.

RECOMMENDATIONS:

1. Repeat endoscopy at least with clear liquid diet a day before the procedure to have evaluation done in two weeks.

2. Follow up in one to two weeks.
The patient tolerated the procedure well with no complications.
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
