Dear Dr. Khabir:

This is a followup for Mr. Figg, comes in person with the daughter with advanced renal failure.  Last visit in September.  He is moving from Schnapps Nursing Home to Green Acres here in Mount Pleasant today.  He was not happy at the other facility for care, did not like the food.  Family is bringing from outside, too weak to be standup and doing some weight, multiple bruises, but no bleeding nose.  Denies vomiting or dysphagia.  Off and on diarrhea without bleeding.  Denies infection in the urine.  Stable dyspnea.  No chest pain or palpitation.  Stable edema.  Stable incontinence.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the Bumex, potassium replacement on nitrates.

Physical Examination:  Today blood pressure 92/56 on the left-sided large cuff, coarse rales on the bases, bilateral JVD.  No severe tachypnea.  Normal speech.  Decreased hearing.  No facial asymmetry, severe muscle wasting.  No abdominal tenderness.  Has regular rhythm systolic murmur.  Minor peripheral edema.  No focal weakness.  Speech without expressive aphasia.
Labs:  Chemistries November sodium normal, potassium in the low side, bicarbonate upper side, creatinine 2.3 for a GFR of 25 stage IV.  Normal calcium and phosphorus, albumin low at 3.3, anemia 9 with a normal white blood cell and platelets.  Aranesp to be given today 150.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IV.  No symptoms of uremia, encephalopathy, pericarditis, no indication for dialysis.

2. Congestive heart failure low ejection fraction.

3. Ischemic cardiomyopathy.

4. Pacemaker.
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5. Multiple valves abnormalities including aortic valve stenosis, mitral valve regurgitation, tricuspid regurgitation, moderate pulmonary hypertension.  Continue present regimen.

6. Low potassium on replacement.  Continue to monitor.

7. Peripheral neuropathy, remains on Neurontin which is a reason for edema and exacerbation of CHF.

8. Anemia EPO treatment.  He denies gross gastrointestinal bleeding, iron levels to be updated.  There has been previously low platelet count. All issues discussed at length with the patient and daughter.

All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
