CC: Followup on fall and swelling of legs.
HPI: A 98-year-old with increasing gait instability. He uses a walker to get around. He is able to go from sit to stand using walker for support. He had a fall in his room today, states that he was trying to walk around the kitchen without using on to anything and lost his balance. He hit his head stated that he had a big knot on the top; however, when I felt there was nothing there. He then felt the top of his head and stated that it had gone away. He denied headache or any visual change. I last saw the patient on 10/27/2022, started him on amoxicillin q.8h. for seven days due to gum pain on the left lower area. Shortly thereafter he had a dental appointment and the amoxicillin has been extended and he is scheduled for surgery on 11/21/2022. He states to remove a tooth and to clean-up the infection. Also I increased his Norco 5/325 mg to t.i.d. He states that it has been of help, but he still gets pain before the next pain pill is due. I reminded him he has been as needed so he can ask for any additional pain pill up to twice daily. The patient was resting comfortably after lunch and had no other issues.
DIAGNOSES: Gait instability with falls cognitive impairment, depression, bilateral leg pain, PVD and ASCVD.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 10/13/2022 note.
ALLERGIES: SULFA.
CODE STATUS: DNR,
DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is awake, able to give some information, but appeared a bit slower overall today.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 141/65, pulse 67, temperature 97.9, respirations 18 and weight 158 pounds.
HEENT: He has full thickness hair. There are no bumps or abrasions to his scalp noted to palpation. There was no tenderness. Conjunctivae are clear.
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CARDIOVASCULAR: Irregular rhythm without M, R or G. PMI nondisplaced.

RESPIRATORY: Normal effort and rate. Lung fields clear without cough.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Did not observe weight-bearing or gait. Bilateral lower extremities, there was +1 edema left greater than right.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Bilateral LEE, left greater than right. Lasix 40 mg q.d. x5 days then decrease to 20 mg MWF.

2. Gait instability with fall, no injury, any discomfort he had appears to have improved knowing that there were no bumps on his scalp and MCI. This continues to progress and will just monitor the patient.

3. Dental abscess to be addressed with his oral surgeon on 11/21/2022.
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
