CC: HTN.
HPI: An 80-year-old with HTN and DM-II. Recently BPs have been labile. He is on Coreg 6.25 mg b.i.d., Lasix 40 mg q.a.m. and 20 mg at 1 p.m., and Imdur 30 mg q.d. He reportedly had elevated blood pressures at various times when checked requiring clonidine 0.1 mg. He has received clonidine the last four days. Seen in his room he is sitting quietly, no complaints.
DIAGNOSES: At this time HTN, DM-II, and CKD.
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from last note.
ALLERGIES: NKDA.
CODE STATUS: DNR.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: The patient is alert and quiet.
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 173/60, pulse 73, temperature 96.8, respiration 17, and weight 309 pounds.
CARDIAC: He has in irregular rhythm without M, R or G.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He is wheelchair dependent. He attempts self transfer most of the times successfully. Occasionally requires assist.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x2. He has expressive aphasia post CVA.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: HTN. We will have BP checked a.m. and h.s. for systolic greater than or equal to 160. Clonidine 0.1 mg will be given. In the interim, he is on Coreg so I am going to increase his Coreg to 25 mg b.i.d.
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
