CC: Daytime sleepiness.
HPI: A 97-year-old who has had some daytime sleepiness. She is on alprazolam 0.5 mg h.s. and it was noted that it began after the increase in that medication dose. Previously, she had been on 0.25 mg one half tablet h.s., which had mild benefit for short period of time so it was increased to 0.25 mg, which she did well on for some time, but she had increased agitation per her daughter who was agreeable to increase to 0.5 mg that was started on 11/01/2022. She is reported to sleep throughout the night. Does not have the anxiety in the evening that she used to have and she is up and awake for getting ready in the morning outing breakfast. She is awake for lunch but naps intermittently. Napping intermittently is also something that I noted that she did previously. After review of her medications and then watching her at this point given the derive benefit of decreased anxiety in the evening and sleeping throughout the night, which is a new benefit will leave her at the current dose of 0.5 mg alprazolam h.s. and reevaluate in the next week or two if it continues.
