CC: Question of stroke.

HPI: A 79-year-old with endstage Alzheimer’s disease. She had an episode yesterday where there was a question of whether she had a stroke. Her left side went limp. She quit talking and just stared off to the right and did not respond to staff. She was seen by hospice. She is followed by Inhabit Hospice. Today, she is in her Broda chair in the day room resting quietly. Of note, she is not doing all the facial grimacing that she generally does. The patient was not noted to talk. Occasionally she would just mutter to herself that she was not doing today. 
DIAGNOSES: Endstage Alzheimer’s disease, anxiety disorder, depression, HTN, GERD, and history of tardive dyskinesia – symptoms not present today. 
MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 10/27/22 note.

ALLERGIES: PCN.

DIET: Regular.

HOSPICE: Inhabit Hospice.

CODE STATUS: DNR. 

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is lying quietly, appeared comfortable. 
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/84, pulse 75, temperature 96.4, respirations 20, O2 sat 96%, and weight 187 pounds.

HEENT: No facial grimacing. Eyes were closed until she seemed to awaken and randomly looking about and then closed them again with no grimacing.
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CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No M, R, or G.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No tenderness or distention.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She was moving her right arm and leg and then reached up with her left arm to scratch her right arm and then appeared to stretch using both arms. No LEE.

NEURO: She did not make eye contact or speak. Orientation to self only.

SKIN: Warm and dry with fair turgor.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. TIA. As there is no residual deficit, she is not speaking but she generally is not a talker, so we will just monitor. She has movement of both upper limbs and her right upper extremity, limited movement of her left. We will just monitor. At this point, there is really nothing to do. She does not appear distressed. The patient is full assist for 6/6 ADLs. 
2. Anxiety. She remains on lorazepam 2 mg four times daily which is of benefit. She does sleep, but this has been discussed with the family who preferred that she be comfortable. 
3. Pain management. She remains on Norco t.i.d. 7.5 mg, no change.
