CC: Anxiety/depression.

HPI: A 70-year-old with Lewy body dementia and a history of anxiety and bipolar disorder, seen today for the latter two issues. The patient was seen in her room. She was very pleasant, quite talkative and engaging. When seen, she keeps her room in order and she is always well groomed. 

DIAGNOSES: Lewy body dementia, anxiety disorder, bipolar disorder, hypothyroid, and GERD.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 10/06/22 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET:  Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is seated on bed. She is engaging and appeared happy to see me and come into her room.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 118/73, pulse 82, temperature 96.6, respirations 20, O2 sat 95% and weight 122.2 pounds which is a weight gain of 3.8 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She ambulates independently. No LEE. She moves limbs in a normal range of motion.

NEURO: Orientation x 1 to 2; it fluctuates by day. She makes eye contact. Her speech while clear is random and at times she is not able to explain what she is talking about and then other times she can voice her needs.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Increase in anxiety. This is intermittent and certainly not every day, but we will add Ativan 0.25 mg b.i.d. p.r.n. for this transient breakthrough anxiety that she has that is disturbing for her. We will follow up in two to three weeks to see how frequently she has required this medication.
