HPI: An 87-year-old with advanced dementia who had complained just not feeling well, vague description, and appeared to be more compromised than her baseline. Vital signs were stable. UA obtained, returns positive for group B streptococcus. The patient was observed sitting in the day room in her wheelchair, napping with the television on. 
DIAGNOSES: Advanced unspecified dementia, incontinence of B&B, wheelchair bound, OA, HTN, HLD, atrial fibrillation, hypothyroid and GERD.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged.

ALLERGIES: NORVASC/NAPROSYN.

DIET: Regular. Ensure one can b.i.d.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

HOSPICE: Valir.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seated in wheelchair watching television, pleasant when approached.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 128/66, pulse 52, temperature 97.6, respirations 16, and O2 sat 97%.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Negative for CVA discomfort. She moves limbs. She is in a manual wheelchair that she can propel with her feet.

NEURO: Orientation x1, occasionally x2. She can voice her needs. At times comments random and tangential.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Beta-streptococcus UTI. Pen V potassium 500 mg one tablet q.8h. x7 days.
