CC: Fall followup and UA followup.

HPI: An 83-year-old with Lewy body dementia is in a wheelchair due to gait instability. She can propel the wheelchair without difficulty. Generally, she has transfer assist but will often try to do it on her own. Unfortunately, she was trying to get out of bed into her wheelchair unassisted and fell. She had no injury other than soreness. She did complain of dysuria, so UA was obtained. It returns negative for UTI. 
DIAGNOSES: Lewy body dementia, parkinsonism, gait instability in WC, bipolar disorder, and OAB.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 10/26/22 note.

ALLERGIES: Unchanged from 10/26/22 note.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well-developed and well-nourished female, seated quietly in a wheelchair.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 139/77, pulse 60, temperature 97.0, respirations 17, and O2 sat 95%.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Good neck and truncal stability. Manual wheelchair that she propels. No LEE.

NEURO: Orientation x1. She makes eye contact. She appears confused. I asked a few basic questions and she gave responses, but they were out of context. When asked about pain and her fall, she did not recall it. 

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 
1. Fall followup. Minimal injury apart from soreness which is resolving. Bedside mat ordered given her attempts to get in or out of bed on her own without requesting help.
2. Dysuria. UA followup is negative for UTI and we will monitor if dysuria continues and we will just do Azo p.r.n.

ADDENDUM: I spoke to son/POA Russell McCornack regarding code status. He acknowledges that the patient expressed wishes were not to be as she is or any worse and that she did not want to have anything done to keep her alive beyond routine care. Given this discussion, he then consented to the patient being DNR. Order is written. Form completed and placed in the chart.
Advance care planning 83.17 and direct POA contact 15 minutes.
