CC: UA followup.

HPI: An 83-year-old with vascular dementia that recently staged and increase in confusion. The patient had a UA after complaining of dysuria. UA returns and is reviewed with her today. She is lying in bed in her room where she is usually found. She was pleasant and interactive. However, her comments were random and tangential, unclear what she was referencing. I did tell her that she has UTI and talked to her about toileting hygiene as previous UTIs along with this were stool-related bacteria. I also spoke to her daughter regarding code status. She has been full code. She does have an advanced directive that is somewhat complicated. So, I spoke to her daughter/POA Cindy Murray regarding the above and after discussion, she consents to DNR.
DIAGNOSES: Vascular dementia with recent staging, speech difficulty with word apraxia, O2 dependent CHF, HTN, depression, history of ABLA and UTIs.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 11/01/22 MAR.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: Now DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is in good spirits, resting comfortably in bed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 136/72, pulse 68, temperature 98.1, respirations 18, O2 sat 96%, and weight 142 pounds – a weight loss of 2 pounds in 30 days.

CARDIAC: She has an irregular rhythm with a soft SEM. No rub or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Bowel sounds present. No distention or tenderness.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She repositions in bed. She goes slowly. She did need a little bit of assistance. She is weightbearing and there are times that she will just spontaneously get up and start walking with her walker to include outside of her room. No LEE. She does have generalized decreased muscle mass.

NEURO: Orientation x1. Speech is clear. It is random and tangential. She was asking what job she could do to keep busy since everyone else was working and stated she thought maybe stapling things together would help. She seems in no distress. When I explained to her that she did have a UTI and I would be giving her medication for it, she thanked me. 

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: 
1. A. faecalis UTI. Nitrofurantoin 100 mg b.i.d. x7 days ordered.

2. Code status discussion. This occurred with daughter/POA CM. The patient does have an advanced directive and DNR was consented to and reassured POA that routine care would still continue as previously.
