CC: Request crushable medication.

HPI: An 84-year-old with OAB has been on a variety of medications for the same. She is currently under Detrol ER taking 10 mg b.i.d. She states that she is not able to swallow the pill. She requests that it be in a form where the tablet can be crushed. She has had limited success with this medication as well, but is concerned with what would happen if she were not on any medication. Otherwise, she is doing well.
DIAGNOSES: OAB, pill dysphagia, unspecified dementia, HTN and HLD.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 10/26/22.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: NCS.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and pleasant. 

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 133/79, pulse 70, temperature 97.0, respirations 18, and O2 sat 98%.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without M, R, or G.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She is weightbearing for transfers. She is in a manual WC that she can propel, but her friend Ron usually transports her. I have encouraged her to start trying to get herself around at least when she is closer to her room. 
NEURO: Orientation x 2. She makes eye contact. Speech is clear. She is a social person and engaging when you speak to her. She has clear short-term memory deficits.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: OAB. Oxybutynin ER is discontinued and I am starting oxybutynin 5 mg one p.o. q.i.d. It can be crushed.
