CC: Increased knee pain.

HPI: A 76-year-old wheelchair bound patient due to MS has had increased pain in both legs. She has tried Tylenol with no sustained benefit. In discussing other pain medications, she has had tramadol in the past. She knows the name. She does not remember the outcome, but is willing to try it. We also discussed Norco. She would like to leave that as the last resort. She continues to be followed by home health.

DIAGNOSES: MS, bilateral OA of knees, limited weightbearing, increased pain, HTN, HLD, GERD, spinal stenosis with chronic back pain, and glaucoma.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 10/05/22.

ALLERGIES: AMBIEN and ZOCOR.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 146/68, pulse 71, temperature 97.9, respirations 16, and weight 218 pounds, a weight loss of 4.2 pounds, BMI is still over target range.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: She propels her manual wheelchair. She tends to lean to either the right or left; today it is the right. Limited weightbearing due to OA of her knees as well as chronic back pain. No LEE.

NEURO: Orientation x 2 to 3. Speech clear. She does have some short-term memory deficits. She understands given information.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact with good turgor.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Increased knee pain. Tramadol 50 mg one tablet p.o. t.i.d. routine and until tramadol is available, ibuprofen 600 mg b.i.d. with Tums 500 mg.
