CC: Followup on SSRI initiation.

HPI: An 89-year-old seen in the room. She was in recliner with legs elevated reading and interactive when I entered. I asked how she was doing with the addition of an antidepressant and she smiled and she stated that she thought she was doing better with it. She has had no side effects that she acknowledges. The patient is on SSRI approximately three weeks. She continues with q.4 week visits to Summit Med Center for right ankle sore. It is near healed, but it is also due to previous RTX for sarcoma and those wounds are notoriously difficult to fully heal.

DIAGNOSES: Depression and RLE wound above ankle.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 10/04/22 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular with chopped meat.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is a pleasant older female in no distress.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 118/75, pulse 79, temperature 97.6, respirations 16, and weight 125 pounds.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 2-3. Speech is clear. Makes her needs known. She is generally soft spoken.

PSYCHIATRIC: She is calm in appearance, interactive, smiles and participates in brief discussion.

SKIN: Warm, dry and intact. There is a small dressing in place above her right ankle.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Depression appears improved with SSRI. We will continue with Zoloft 50 mg q.d.

2. RLE wound. Continue with Summit MC visit. Next will be four weeks from 08/11/22.
