CC: Lab review.

HPI: A 94-year-old with a history of hyponatremia and is on torsemide 20 mg q.d. BMP ordered to review electrolytes and creatinine. The patient was sitting on couch in her room. She was dressed and sitting straight up, but asleep. She did awaken with gentle effort and was pleasant, did not seem to really understand what I was specifically talking about, but just reassured her that all of her blood work is good and she was pleased with that.

DIAGNOSES: Hyponatremia, bilateral lower extremity edema, vascular dementia with word apraxia, HTN, hypothyroid, peripheral neuropathy, OA, dry eye syndrome keratoconjunctivitis of both eyes.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 10/04/2022.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Pleasant older female cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/_____, pulse 76, temperature 97.9, respirations 18, and O2 sat 96%.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Hyponatremia. Current sodium is 137 on torsemide 20 mg q.d.

2. Electrolyte review. K is 4.3 with remainder labs WNL to include CR of 0.92.
