CC: Lab review.

HPI: An 85-year-old with myeloproliferative disorder with interval CBC check, is seen today. The patient states she feels good, comes out for all meals and participates in activities and is looking forward to family night tonight; family plans to be here. She denies shortness of breath or palpitations.

DIAGNOSES: Myeloproliferative disorder, HTN, CAD, HLD, insomnia, polyarthritis and fibromyalgia.

MEDICATIONS: Eliquis 5 mg b.i.d., Lexapro 20 mg Tuesday, Thursday, Saturday and Sunday and 40 mg MWF, B12 1 mL IM on the 12th of each month, Jakafi 10 mg b.i.d., melatonin 6 mg h.s., PEG soln MWF, KCl 10 mEq q.d., and torsemide 40 mg q.d.

ALLERGIES: PCN, SULFA, STATINS.
DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Pleasant female in no discomfort and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 122/82, pulse 80, temperature 97.8, respirations 18, and O2 sat 97%.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Myeloproliferative disorder. H&H are 9.4/31.1 with normal WBC, but decreased lymphocytes at 504.
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
