CC: 90-day note.

HPI: An 88-year-old with end-stage unspecified dementia observed in the dining room feeding himself, wife was present. The patient was cooperative to exam later and is observed sitting in his wheelchair quietly. The patient maintains verbal capacity, speaks infrequently and it is random. He has had no falls or other acute medical events, but today when I am seeing him, wife points out that his eyes are red and he has some flaking about his hairline. The patient does have shampoo specific to scalp scaling that is applied three times weekly.

DIAGNOSES: End-stage unspecified dementia, scalp and hairline psoriasis, chronic LEE improved, BPH, glaucoma, hypothyroid, generalized lower extremity weakness; no longer weightbearing.

MEDICATIONS: Trazodone 50 mg h.s., torsemide 20 mg q.d., Flomax q.d., skin protectant q.a.m. and h.s., allopurinol 100 mg q.d., Zyrtec q.d., Depakote 125 mg b.i.d., docusate q.o.d., Proscar q.d., Haldol 1 mg at 5 p.m., Norco 7.5 mg one-half tablet t.i.d. hydroxyzine 10 mg q.o.d. during personal care which has been of benefit, levothyroxine 125 mcg q.d. and KCl 10 mEq q.o.d.

ALLERGIES: PCN and TAMIFLU.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Well-developed and nourished male sitting quietly and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 104/60, pulse 68, temperature 97.2, respirations 18, O2 sat 98%, and weight 195.2 pounds.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm. No MRG.
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ABDOMEN: Soft, but full and nontender. Bowel sounds present.

SKIN: He has small amount of scaling on his scalp and then some flaking along the hairline on the right side in the temporal area and then a small patch on the side of his face right side.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He is wheelchair bound. No longer weightbearing. So, he is a full-transfer assist. Has resolution of LEE, but will continue on diuretic.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation to self. Recognizes wife. He will speak occasionally and at times it is just muttering and random.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. Psoriasis of scalp and skin. Continue with medicated shampoo, triamcinolone cream 0.1% ordered and will be placed until lesions resolved.

2. X-ray reviewed. Actually on 09/27/2022, the patient appeared to sound congested, x-ray done which showed hazy bibasilar opacities secondary to atelectasis with trace bilateral pleural effusions, but no cardiomegaly and no treatment indicated.
