CC: Inappropriate sexual contact with female resident.

HPI: A 78-year-old who was previously on another unit where he did quite well, has been moved to the second level of care unit and behavioral issues have arisen such as the inappropriate sexual contact. The patient continues to walk about to the facility constantly and has had to be monitored and redirected away from either his room with the female or her room with him present. Otherwise, he is cooperative to care and does not really interfere with any other residents.

DIAGNOSES: Alzheimer’s disease with new BPSD since moved to second unit, HTN, BPH with a history of prostate CA.

MEDICATIONS: Going forward will include Zoloft 50 mg q.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., Toprol 25 mg q.d., MVI q.d., Flomax q.d., tramadol 50 mg h.s. and miconazole to feet MWF.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular thin liquid.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient was alert and observed walking. He smiled when he saw me, but did not remember who I was.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 136/86, pulse 80, temperature 97.0, and respirations 20.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm without MRG.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Ambulates independently. No LEE. Moves limbs in a normal range of motion.

NEUROLOGIC: Orientation x 1. He is easy and pleasant to deal with and cooperative to care, so this new behavior has occurred since the move likely related to anxiety from change.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: BPSD. Addition of Zoloft. We will monitor how he does. We will increase as need indicated and staff to continue to monitor the patient.
