CC: Gum and tooth pain.
HPI: A 60-year-old who has had ongoing intermittent dental/oral issues. He is edentulous on the top and just has his front teeth on the bottom. His oral care is poor and even by his own acknowledgment. He has recently had an increase in gum pain nodded when asked if he thought there was drainage. He has not been to a dentist in several years and prior attempts to get sister to take him to a dental appointment was not successful. Anbesol has been tried with no help.

DIAGNOSES: Poor oral care with gum pain and dental caries, CBA late effects of right side hemiplegia, dysphagia, expressive aphagia, asthma, COPD, HTN, HLD, seizure disorder, peripheral neuropathy, and depression.

MEDICATIONS: Tylenol 650 mg b.i.d., ASA 81 mg q.d., Lipitor 40 mg h.s., budesonide nebulizer treatments b.i.d., Zyrtec 10 mg MWF, citalopram 10 mg q.d., docusate b.i.d., Lasix 20 mg q.d., gabapentin 100 mg b.i.d., MVI q.d., Pepcid 20 mg q.d., Keppra 75 mg b.i.d., and lisinopril 10 mg q.d.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: Full code.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient seen in room. He was pleasant and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 102/67, pulse 62, temperature 97.3, respirations 18, and weight 215 pounds, which is stable.
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HEENT: Edentulous on top and lower gum. He has six teeth in the front that have had significant wear at the gum line there is redness without bleeding or drainage noted and plaque and tartar buildup but gum line is intact without breaks in the skin to palpation. No tenderness.

NEURO: The patient makes eye contact. He smiles. He gives the signal for things okay otherwise he is verbal but just makes a few sounds that are not intelligible.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He is in his manual wheelchair, which he propels using his left side.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Dental caries with gingivitis. Augmentin 500/125 mg one p.o. q.8h x10 days, flossing of teeth. He will require assistance due to his right hemiplegia should be done MWF with staff assist and then Orajel medicated q.i.d. to gums upper and lower.
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
