CC: Followup on cough and congestion.
HPI: A 92-year-old seen on 11/11 started on Levaquin and Medrol Dosepak both of which she continues on till end of week. X-ray obtained on 11/15 that showed left basilar opacity representing possible acute infection. The patient reports dry cough intermittent. She has had the cough too feeling like she cannot catch her breath. At nighttime, she is able to position herself comfortably without cough. She reports feeling fatigued but better than last week. She is now followed by Life Spring Home Health who actually checked on her.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient sitting comfortably in room, alert and cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 120/69, pulse 61, temperature 98.3, respirations 18, and O2 saturation 94%.

RESPIRATORY: Her speech was clear. No evidence of cough or need to. Normal respiratory effort and rate slightly decreased left bibasilar breath sounds. Otherwise, lung fields clear.

CARDIAC: Irregular rhythm without MRG.

NEURO: Alert and oriented x3. Clear coherent speech. Good eye contact. She can give information.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Pneumonia. We will continue with Levaquin through 11/19. Medrol Dosepak will be completed 11/18 and she has Tussionex Pennkinetic cough syrup available p.r.n.

2. Medication clarification. She is done with wound care so discontinue zinc and vitamin C.
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
