CC: O2 issues.
HPI: The patient has O2 per NC at 3 liters and there is a request for staff to verify that her O2 is off after every meal. The patient was lying in bed with O2 in place. She was verbal but spoke slowly and did not appear winded. She had no cough. She received no information regarding labs done last week. We did request that copies be sent to facility for her chart. She did not bring up having night sweats tonight.

DIAGNOSES: Pulmonary fibrosis with O2 use recommended continuous she works primarily at h.s., HTN, GERD, chronic pain, MDD, and recent night sweats.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 11/11 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular with Ensure one can b.i.d.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient resting comfortably and appeared comfortable about SOB.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 156/81, pulse 66, temperature 98.2, respirations 18, and weight 159 pounds and weight loss of 5 pounds in 30 days.

RESPIRATORY: Anterolateral lung fields. She has a normal rate and effort decreased by basilar breath sounds. Lung fields are clear. No cough.

NEURO: Makes eye contact. Speech is clear. Makes her needs known. Orientation x2-3.

CARDIAC: Irregular rhythm without MRG. PMI nondisplaced.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Idiopathic pulmonary fibrosis. The patient has portable O2 that she uses at h.s. and intermittently through the day and orders written for med aid to check patient’s portable O2 tank after each meal and turn off when not in use.
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
