CC: UA followup.
HPI: A 96-year-old UA was done 11/14 due to complaints of dysuria. Results today show UTI of Pseudomonas aeruginosa susceptibility does not accompany these results however will empirically treat with nitrofurantoin until SE available. The patient observed in room she was sleeping soundly had her left arm in a sling.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 11/11 note.

ALLERGIES: PCN, BACTRIM, and CIPRO.
CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient resting comfortably.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 127/72, pulse 68, temperature 97.3, respirations 14, and weight 162 pounds of weight loss of 4.1 pounds in 30 days.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: Left arm in a sling. Intact radial pulse. She has diminished active ROM, but intact and passive ROM limited only by pain.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Pseudomonas aeruginosa and UTI. Nitrofurantoin100 mg b.i.d. x3 days. Followup with sensitivities.

2. Left shoulder distal clavicular comminuted fracture with subluxation. Sling in place. Norco was ordered Monday and should be delivered this evening by BoomerRx.
