CC: Red peri area.
HPI: A 77-year-old wheelchair-bound patient seen today after staff noted during personal-care redness around the groin area. The patient is incontinent of bowel and bladder, wears Depends and then sits in his wheelchair throughout the day. He has had barrier protect and cream applied however their concern was that more may need to be done. The patient was seated in a high-back wheelchair in the day room with other residents when seen explained to him that we needed to examine him he was quiet but cooperative.

DIAGNOSES: Advanced dementia, CAD, HTN, depression, anxiety, and insomnia

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

DIET: Regular.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 10/12.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Elderly male who was quiet but cooperative.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 111/73, pulse 77, temperature 96.8, respirations 11, O2 saturation 93%, and weight 203.6 pounds.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He is in a wheelchair that he does not propel. He was able to weightbear and stood using staff for support. He has trace lower extremity edema.

SKIN: The peri area he has pink to redness in some areas along the diaper area. There is some peeling of skin and the inguinal areas. No vesicles or other breakdown. There was no malodor.

NEURO: Orientation x1. He makes brief eye contact can give yes no answers to basic questions.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN: Cutaneous candida widespread. Nystatin cream to be applied h.s. and powder a.m. and afternoon and Diflucan 150 mg to be given x1 now with repeat or of same in 72 hours.
