CC: Increased crying and yelling out difficult to console.
HPI: A 100-year-old female with end-stage unspecified dementia who already has a baseline of screaming out whenever she is receiving personal care or being taken out of bed for meals and is difficult to get her to calm down after those times. Now while even resting in bed, she will just start yelling out and can be redirected when getting up for meals or personal care the same behavior continues at an accelerated response with crying as well as yelling. Daughter has witnessed this and agrees that it needs to be treated.

DIAGNOSES: End-stage unspecified dementia, pseudobulbar affect, depression, chronic pain management, osteoporosis, and hypothyroid.

MEDICATIONS: Unchanged from 10/20 note.

ALLERGIES: NKDA.

DIET: Regular.

CODE STATUS: DNR.

HOSPICE: Enhabit.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Elderly female resting comfortably was left undisturbed.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 113/62, pulse 75, temperature 96.6, respirations 22, O2 saturation 90%, and weight 127.6 pounds.

SKIN: Warm, dry, and intact with good turgor.

NEURO: She is full staff assist for 6/6 ADLs and orientation to self and recognizes daughter.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: No edema and is nonweightbearing a full transfer assist.
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ASSESSMENT & PLAN:

1. Dementia/pseudobulbar affect previously noted behaviors. I have increased to point that requires adjustment in medications. Ativan Intensol 1 mg/mL is increased to 1 mL 7 a.m., 11 a.m., and 4 p.m. and continue with Seroquel 50 mg t.i.d.

2. Chronic pain management. She receives tramadol 50 mg b.i.d. We will monitor to assess that there is an increased pain that requires an increase in medication.

3. General care. I spoke with staff and this is all related to daughter who has been here in hospice is informed of changes. Seroquel is changed to 100 mg at 2 p.m. and h.s. and will monitor for additional benefit. If patient is too sedate then we will decrease this medication.
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
