CC: Lab review.

HPI: An 82-year-old with anemia, chronic liver disease and CKD III, seen today with CBC review. There is a standing order for Procrit 60,000 units SQ for the hemoglobin less than 9.4, so he is aware he will receive Procrit today. Last week he went to a hepatologist, evaluated labs done, which I am able to look at copies of that his son provided. The patient feels good. No complaints.

MEDICATIONS: Medications are unchanged.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: The patient is alert, attentive and able to give information.

VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 125/87, pulse 74, temperature 97.6, respirations 18, and weight 198.2.

MUSCULOSKELETAL: He is ambulating independently. On exam of his legs, there is resolution of the edema of ankles and lower leg.
NEURO: He appears calmer, more focused and understands information
SKIN: Has good turgor, is warm and dry, intact. No bruising noted.
ASSESSMENT & PLAN:
1. ABLA related anemia. H&H are 9.3 and 28.4 with macrocytic indices. He will receive Procrit today and he is on iron daily.

2. DM II. A1c ordered last week is 7.2, so it is in acceptable range for the patient’s age.

3. Liver disease. Alkaline phosphatase elevated at 191. AST and ALT WNL. Total bilirubin elevated at 1.5.
4. CKD III. BUN and creatinine are 39/1.69, stable.

5. Hyponatremia. Sodium 132, likely secondary to diuretic. No change.
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
