CC: UA review.

HPI: Last week, the patient complained of dysuria. UA obtained. It was also observed by nursing staff as the patient does self cath three times a day and was found that there were needed improvements. UA is reviewed today with the patient. She has E. coli UTI. Cipro 500 mg b.i.d. ordered and started today. Pyridium was also ordered which was started today and she noted not seeing any significant change at this time. She then talked to me about feeling unsteady or off balance and wanted me to explain why that was happening. This has been something we discussed before and I pointed out to her that is why I have ordered physical therapy and actually today she was evaluated and therapy will start tomorrow. I told her to explain to them what those issues are and they can do the appropriate assessment. The patient uses a walker at all times and she already has an unusual posture flexing forward at the hips when she walks.

ASSESSMENT & PLAN: E. coli UTI. Cipro 500 mg b.i.d. from 11/16/22 to 11/22/22 and Pyridium 100 mg three times daily for three days ordered.
