HISTORY: This is a 46-year-old gentleman here for followup. The patient stated approximately 10 days ago so he accidentally cut his right index finger, sutures done in local emergency room. He said he received his tetanus shot on that day also and he is here for suture removal.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma, mental health history, and depression.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hernia repair, appendicitis, appendectomy, first-line hernia repair, and appendectomy.
MEDICATIONS: Fluoxetine.

ALLERGIES: None.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Endorses occasional alcohol use. Denies drug or tobacco use.

FAMILY HISTORY: Cancer, hypertension, asthma.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, and in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 98% at room air.

Blood pressure 143/97.

Pulse 91.

Respirations 18.

Temperature 98.0.

Right index finger sutures in good repair. No localize edema or erythema. He has reduced range of motion secondary to discomfort. Cap refill less than two seconds.
HEENT: Normal.

CARDIAC: No peripheral edema. No cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: Distended secondary to mild obesity. No guarding.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Mood and affect are normal. Sensory and motor functions are normal.
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ASSESSMENT:
1. Suture removal.

2. Status post finger laceration 10 days.

PROCEDURE: Suture removal. Procedure was explained to the patient.

Site was soaked with normal saline, which was applied to 4 x 4 and then placed on lesion.

With #11 blade and forceps #5 sutures were removed with no complications.

The patient tolerated procedure well. Site was then secured with triple antibiotics 4 x 4 covered with Coban. He was advised not to do too much strenuous exercise especially flexion of his digit because healing is still young and it can come open he said he understand and I will comply. He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
