HISTORY: This is a 28-year-old gentleman here for suture removal.

The patient stated that approximately four to five days ago, he suffered a laceration on his face while at work. He says he works with metal objects and a piece of metal moved and made contact with his face when he suffered lacerations. He stated that he was seen in emergency room where he had sutures. He said he did not receive tetanus shot. However, he states his tetanus shot is up-to-date because the last receive one approximately one year ago after a similar incident.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: He is alert and oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 98% at room air.

Blood pressure is 147/76.

Pulse is 90.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.3.

Forehead left orbital region there laceration is well healed. Sutures in good repair. No edema. No erythema. No bleeding or discharge. No step off. No crepitus with palpation.
HEENT: Eyes: EOM, full range of motion with no restrictions. No conjunctival erythema, injection, or hematoma.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of the upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT:
1. Suture removal.

2. Status post lacerations x5 days.

PROCEDURE: Suture removal. A site was soaked using a damp 2 x 2 in normal saline placed over sutures and gently removed scabbed tissue.

With a forceps and #11 blade #6 sutures were removed with no complications. There was no bleeding.

The patient tolerated procedure well.

Site was then bathed in triple antibiotics. The patient was educated on home care. He was advised to purchase triple antibiotic for Neosporin over the counter and apply to sites at least once or twice a day. He is also advised not to rub area vigorously during showers or baths. He was given the opportunity to ask questions and he states he has none.
