HISTORY: This is a 7-year-old child here for followup from the emergency room. Mother stated that the child was seen in the ER diagnosed with pneumonia. She has been sent home with medication and is also getting IM injection antibiotics. She says child is doing much better. The child is eating and drinking well. Denies vomiting. Denies diarrhea. Denies nausea. She stated child was initially diagnosed on 11/18/2022.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

MEDICATIONS: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

ALLERGIES: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

FAMILY HISTORY: Reviewed and compared to last visit, no changes.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: All systems were reviewed and were negative, except for those mentioned above.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

GENERAL: Child is alert and oriented. She has moist mucous membranes. She is in no distress. No active coughing.
VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation is 97% at room air.

Blood pressure is 110/74.

Pulse is 98.

Respirations are 18.

Temperature is 98.1.

HEENT: Normal.

NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity and no meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. She has mild crackles in the right middle lobe regio heard on inspiration and expiration. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.

CARDIAC: Regular rate and rhythm with no murmurs. No peripheral edema. No cyanosis.

ABDOMEN: No guarding. No visible peristalsis.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of the upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. She bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

ASSESSMENT: Pneumonia improving. Child does not appear septic.
Mother reports that child is eating and drinking well.

A chest x-ray for resolution does show right middle lobe pneumonia. Mother was comfortable with continuation of outpatient care. She will return tomorrow for Rocephin IM. She was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none. Today, child received Rocephin IM 500 mg. She was observed in the clinic for an additional 15-20 minutes and reevaluated. She reports no side effects from the medication. Mother was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.
