History: Ms. Revilla states she is overall feeling better. The 0.5 mg ODT Klonopin taken four times a day is working fairly good and the patient is due for a new prescription soon. I checked the Texas PMP. I do not suspect any abuse. The patient states she is going to be with her daughter for Thanksgiving. The son states she is little bit constipated and nothing works good, so I have given her some colon cleanse, which is not really a cleanse, but to have good regular bowel movements; it is a supplement and the patient is going to try to take two tablets a day and see how she feels. The patient ended up seeing Dr. Wigley who does not think this is related to cardiac, but still he is going to do stress test and echocardiogram and started her on some Lasix 20 mg along with potassium, did give her famotidine and some medicine for reflux. The patient is going to finish her cardiac testing, use the Klonopin four times a day; she is on totally of only 2 mg of Klonopin and is keeping her functional. I advised the son that she may get hyponatremic again because of the furosemide. The patient’s son states he understands that. This is a lady who is fragile and elderly and will need to watch her electrolytes and BUN and creatinine more frequently. I am going to see her in the office in middle of December.
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
