Date of Exam: 11/21/2022
History: Ms. Dixon was seen today. Ms. Dixon has severe chronic venous insufficiency and bilateral leg edema. There is no clinical evidence of DVT. She had a DVT check in June 2022 that was negative. Dorsiflexion of the foot does not cause increased pain. Homans sign is negative. I think the patient gets even more leg edema with Procardia, so I am going to change it to ARB losartan 50 mg twice a day. The thing is the patient did get something like angioneurotic edema on lisinopril, so I told her to be extremely careful. She is to continue her atenolol. Lasix 40 mg or even 80 mg did not make a difference, so I am going to hold off the furosemide and give her some torsemide. I told her it is difficult to schedule an outpatient ultrasound of the legs, but if her legs start hurting she should go ahead and go to the emergency room with leg pain and they will do venous ultrasound as an emergency. The patient understands plan of treatment. New medicine changes put in the chart for 11/21/2022. Serial exams needed.
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
