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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
Dear Professional Colleagues:

Nathan Bates was seen today on direct personal referral to my office having been under the care of Dr. Yen-Yi Peng, M.D. at Amity Neurology, 236 West 6th Street, Suite 401, Reno, NV 89503-4577, phone is 775-432-6189 for continued and continuity of care of long-standing treated nocturnal epilepsy.

He gives a history of his last seizure more than three years ago.

This followed a bout of drinking.

His diagnostic evaluation showed a negative diagnostic electroencephalogram.

He has been treated consistently with Trileptal taking 450 mg a.m. and 600 mg p.m. without reported side effect or complication for a long period of time.

He gives a history of having been counseled not to take alcohol with any 2-hour period of medical administration.

By his report, no seizures have recurred since he adjusted his alcohol consumption.

He reports using marijuana may be four times per month.

He was counseled today to reduce his marijuana exposure, which might cause a reduction that is because marijuana produces an increased risk of recurrent epilepsy.

He otherwise provided and claimed no additional medical problems or other medical history of significance.

He works as a technician being on for periods of several wakes and then off for periods of one to two weeks during the year.

He gave an additional history today of a motor tremor with activity in the right upper extremity.
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There is a family history of similar tremor.

He has no other tremor at rest with intention or movement by his report.

Therapeutic maneuvers to reduce his tremor risk were discussed today as well.

His last MRI scan was when he originally presented for seizures many years ago.

In consideration of the development of asymmetric focal neurological findings, we will order a contrast enhanced brain MR imaging study at Open Systems Imaging for further evaluation exclusion of tumor or other neuroanatomical risk findings with his history of seizure.

In consideration of his history and presentation, I will obtain a complete blood count, comprehensive chemistry panel and oxcarbazepine metabolite level laboratory.

We discussed his epilepsy at length. We discussed risk factor avoidance.

I have refilled his oxcarbazepine level for a three-month supply with one refill at Costco Pharmacy.

I will see him for reevaluation and followup in six weeks with results of his testing.
