PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurologic: Within normal limits.

DIAGNOSES: Bronchitis with recent flu.

PLAN: Because of the worsening cough, the patient was given Rocephin and dexamethasone plus advised to repeat Dosepak and addition of Medrol.
