Jessica Mashni had been seen for followup.
PREVIOUS DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypothyroidism.

2. Hashimoto’s thyroiditis

Current Medications: Levothyroxine 0.1 mg, two pills six days per week and omeprazole 20 mg daily.
On this visit, there were no major complaints.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 122/70, weight 206 pounds, and BMI is 37.1. Heart sounds were normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent lab studies: TSH 0.38, satisfactory.
IMPRESSION: Hypothyroidism secondary to Hashimoto’s thyroiditis and history of depression. Recommend that she continue the current program and return to follow up in six months.
