Elizabeth Parnin was seen for followup of Graves’ disease and Hashimoto’s thyroiditis.
On this visit, there were no major complaints or symptoms attributable to a thyroid disorder.
Current Medications: Enalapril 20 mg daily.

General review is unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 128/76, weight 169 pounds, and BMI is 28. Heart sounds were normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

Recent lab tests: TSH 1.96 and free T4 0.74, both normal.
It is noted that her serum calcium and parathyroid hormone levels were elevated over the last several months and this is secondary to primary hyperparathyroidism.
I have recommended she follow up for thyroid in one year and a parathyroid imaging study should be considered after the holidays.
