The patient hurt his thumb adjusting the trailer. He states he wants stitches. History of crush injury of finger five hours before, trailer fell on finger, wrapped it up, it stopped bleeding. He states that he had *__________* so managed to do that before coming here seeking care with dressing in place in preparation for possible closure. Bathing soap was applied. Stated when to leave the dressing on while soap was placed in place, but not removed dressing. I saw he had multiple lacerations involving the distal thumb with marked tenderness with probable fracture. Unable to take x-ray because of multiple complex lacerations involving thumb. The patient was advised to go to emergency room for x-rays and possible hand surgeon referral if needed. The patient is currently on medication for blood pressure and cholesterol including atorvastatin and amlodipine with history of bilateral knee replacement.

FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Crush injury to thumb with multiple lacerations, macerated and probable compound fracture.
PLAN: Referred to ER for further evaluation and treatment. Wants to go to Kingwood Hospital, where his daughter has surgery today, to be seen in the emergency room there.
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
