CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient is seen with wife, both with flu-like symptoms, complains of fever, congestion, coughing plus diarrhea and headache for the past few days. The patient had strep and flu tests performed which showed presence of type A flu.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: Unremarkable. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness.

Flu test was positive as above.
PLAN: He was given injections of Rocephin and dexamethasone with prescription for Z-PAK, Medrol and Tamiflu. Follow up as needed.

ADDENDUM: We were contacted by wife, states that the patient had reaction to Rocephin shot with chills, rash, and numbness to the lips and at Texas Emergency Hospital being seen at the time of phone call. Advised to continue evaluation there with followup here as needed.
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
