CHIEF COMPLAINT: Status post fall.

HPI: The patient is an 84-year-old female who presented to the emergency room status post fall. She presented as a level III trauma activation and was noted to be on aspirin and Plavix. She was walking to the bathroom at which time she tripped over her seat. There was no loss of consciousness. No dizziness. X-ray reveal fractures of the third, fourth, and six ribs. CT of the head was negative. She did well and was discharge to the Skilled Nursing Facility.

DISCHARGE DIAGNOSES:

1. Status post fall.

2. Left rib fracture three, four, and six.

3. Type II diabetes.

4. Hypertension.

5. History of congestive heart failure.

6. Hyperlipidemia.

7. History of CVA. She is to restart her aspirin and Plavix.

MEDICATIONS:
1. Amlodipine 5 mg daily.

2. Aspirin DR 81 mg daily.

3. Atorvastatin 80 mg h.s.

4. Calcium carbonate with vitamin D3 one tablet daily.

5. Clopidogrel 75 mg daily.

6. Dorzolamide/timolol 22.3/6.8 mg/mL ophthalmic one drop in each eye b.i.d.

7. Furosemide 40 mg daily.

8. NovoLog inject 3 units under the skin daily.

9. Insulin Lantus/Basaglar 20 units daily.

10. Imdur 60 mg daily.

11. Ketorolac 0.5% ophthalmic solution daily.

12. Latanoprost 0.005% ophthalmic solution administered one drop each eye at bed time.

13. Losartan 100 mg daily.

14. Metoprolol succinate 50 mg take two tablets daily.

15. Netarsudil 0.2% drops ophthalmic solution one drop on each eye each evening.

16. Trulicity 4.5 mg under the skin q.7 days.

ALLERGIES: No known drug allergies.
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FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

SOCIAL HISTORY: No history of cigarette smoking, alcohol or drugs.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Otherwise unremarkable.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: As noted.

ASSESSMENT: An 84-year-old female status post fall now admitted for rehab. She has diabetes, hypertension, and history of congestive heart failure. We will continue her usual medications.
