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Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Zeidan comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. She states that she worked as a teacher until 2017 when she retired for non-medical reasons. However, she states that she would not be able to return to work because of the loss of vision. She underwent surgery for a retinal detachment with Dr. Tewari approximately one year ago. As well, she had cataract surgery on the left side with Dr. Dilly at the Henry Ford Hospital. She has had multiple surgeries for a left-sided brain aneurysm and states that she had to have the frontal bone removed from her cranium in May 2019. She states that she was just recently diagnosed with diabetes mellitus. She wears eyeglasses and uses artificial tears on a regular basis. As well, she states that the left eye has been droopy.

On examination, the best-corrected visual acuity is 20/20 on the right and 20/70 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of –1.75 –0.25 x 172 on the right and –1.50 –0.75 x 018 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +3.00 measures 20/20 on the right and 20/70 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 14 on the right and 17 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows mild nuclear sclerosis in the lens on the right side and a posterior chamber lens implant on the left side. There is 2+ posterior capsular opacification to the lens on the left side. The fundus examination shows a small area of lattice on the right side superiorly and dense scarring throughout the peripheral retina on the left side. The cup-to-disc ratio is 0.3 on both sides. There are no detachments. There are no hemorrhages. There is no edema. The eyelids show moderate ptosis on the left side. 

Goldmann visual field testing utilizing a III4e without correction and with good reliability shows 113 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 105 degrees of horizontal field on the left.

Assessment:
1. Secondary cataract, left eye.

2. Pseudophakia, left side.

3. Ptosis, left side.

Ms. Zeidan has clinical findings that are consistent with the history of cataract and retinal surgery on the left side. Based upon these findings, one would expect her to function best with the use of her right eye.
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With the use of the right eye, she can read small print, distinguish between small objects, and use a computer. Both eyes have excellent visual fields and she should not have difficulties avoiding hazards in her environment. The prognosis for the right eye is good. The prognosis for the left eye is uncertain. It is likely that her vision will improve when she has a laser capsulotomy on the left side.
