Dear Mrs. Klumpp:

This is a followup for Mrs. Horton who has chronic kidney disease and hypertension.  Last visit in March.  Offered her an in-person visit, she declined.  We did a phone visit.  Recent fall over concrete, trauma to the shoulder and humeral area with fracture requiring surgery Dr. Lilly October 17, 2022, no complications.  Doing physical therapy at home.  No antiinflammatory agent.  Denies vomiting or dysphagia.  She has symptoms of reflux and presently no treatment.  Denies diarrhea or bleeding.  Denies chest pain, palpitations, increased dyspnea, orthopnea or PND.  Other review of systems is negative.

Medications:  Medication list is reviewed.  I will highlight the amlodipine for blood pressure, diabetes, antidepressants, and triglyceride treatment.  No antiinflammatory agents.
Physical Examination:  Weight 185, blood pressure 123/64.  She is able to speak in full sentences.  Alert and oriented x3.  Nothing to suggest respiratory distress.  No expressive aphasia.
Labs:  Chemistries - creatinine 1.1 which is stable.  She has chronic elevation of calcium at 10.8 with a negative workup.  Normal electrolytes and acid base, present GFR 49 stage III.  Normal albumin and phosphorus low normal.  No gross anemia or mild 13.1 with a normal white blood cell and platelet, prior workup PTH, PTH related peptide, vitamin D25 as well as vitamin D125 and monoclonal protein all of them negative for normal.
Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage III, stable overtime.
2. Elevated calcium with negative workup, not symptomatic.  Monitor overtime.
3. Blood pressure well controlled.
4. Diabetes triglyceride on treatment, depression on treatment.  I wondered if she has benign familial hypercalcemia, which is inherited disorder of the calcium sensing receptor.  She however is not aware of any family members.  This is behaving very benign, clinically stable.  Come back in the next nine months.
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All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
