The patient is seen with history of cough, sinus congestion, flu-like symptoms, with pressure and pain in her ears, with tightness of the chest for the past several days. She states that she took an old prescription of Z-PAK now for three days. She states she has a questionable wheezing sensation in her chest.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma mild; using albuterol p.r.n. and exposure to cleaning products.
SOCIAL/FAMILY HISTORY: Smokes one-fourth pack per day.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi with faint wheezing. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly.
Chest x-ray obtained without significant findings.
FINAL DIAGNOSIS: Bronchial asthma.
PLAN: The patient was given breathing treatment with albuterol with clearing of chest, was given injections of Rocephin and dexamethasone, prescription for Zithromax, Medrol Dosepak and albuterol 2.5 mg ampules to use in nebulizers. Follow up as needed here and recommended followup with her PCP for routine care.
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
