The patient presents with cough, sore throat, sinus pain and congestion and flu-like symptoms for the past several days. The patient was seen here two weeks ago with cough better, now worse.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Diabetes mellitus on metformin.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: Moderate distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Pharyngeal edema. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rate and rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Within normal limits. Skin: Within normal limits. Neurological: Within normal limits.
Flu and strep tests obtained showing presence of type A flu with pharyngitis.
PLAN: The patient is given prescription for dexamethasone and Rocephin with Tamiflu, Medrol Dosepak and amoxicillin.
