Dear Dr. Kirby & Mr. Novak:

This is a followup for Mr. Kanine who has obstructive uropathy, indwelling Foley catheter, and advanced renal failure.  Last visit a month ago.  Cloudiness of the urine, pseudomonas isolated, starting a trial of low dose of Cipro orally.  Denies fever, vomiting, or diarrhea.  Prior bladder spasms resolved.  No abdominal back pain.  No gross edema.  Other review of system negative except for feeling tired.
Medications:  Present medications include Proscar, thyroid replacement, and Silodosin.
Physical Examination:  Blood pressure 120/78.  Alert and oriented x3.  No respiratory distress.  No other changes in physical exam.
Labs:  Creatinine stabilizing around 2 from a peak of 3.7 back in September, this appears to be the new steady state.  Normal sodium and potassium.  Mild metabolic acidosis 22.  Normal calcium, albumin, and phosphorus.  PTH not elevated.  GFR 36.  Anemia 12.9.  Normal white blood cell and platelets.
Assessment and Plan:
1. Obstructive uropathy, enlargement of the prostate, indwelling Foley catheter.
2. Urinary tract infection symptomatic, cloudiness of the urine, pseudomonas.  We will see if he responds to this low dose of oral medications Dr. Kirby planning for procedure two days from today or at least catheter exchange.  Pseudomonas is difficult to treat, might require intravenous antibiotic.  Presently no symptoms of sepsis or pyelonephritis.
3. CKD stage IIIB, appears to be the new steady state.
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4. Blood pressure back to normal, no treatment.
5. Anemia without external bleeding, no indication for EPO treatment.
6. Normal electrolytes, acid base, nutrition, calcium, phosphorus and PTH.  Continue to monitor.  We can change testing to once a month.  Emotional support provided.  He is trying to see his options suprapubic catheter, indwelling Foley catheter and learning to place self catheterization, all these under the care of Dr. Kirby.  Come back in the next three months.
All above issues were discussed with the patient. Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction. Patient verbalized understanding.
